APPLICATION TO USE THE HIGH COURT / DISTRICT COURT LIBRARY

(with effect from 1.11.2002)

Requirement:

A Reader’s card will normally be issued to a person who

(a) has satisfied the librarian that he is a foreign/corporate lawyer, or a current law student, and

(b) is the holder of a Hong Kong identity card/HKSAR passport.

(A Reader’s card may also be issued to any other person at the discretion of the Judiciary Administrator or his delegates.)

How to apply:

(1) Complete an application form.

(2) Produce your identity card/passport and student card (for law students only).

(3) Produce your practising certificate (for foreign/corporate lawyers only).

(4) Submit a letter stating the reasons for applying a reader’s card (for “others” applicants only).

(5) Present (1), (2), (3) & one recent photograph at the High Court Library counter.

(6) Pay the requisite subscription charges as listed below at the shroff upon approval of the application:

(7) Present the franked application form to the library staff.

Please produce your reader’s card to the library staff whenever you visit the High Court / District Court Library.

You are not allowed to remove any book from the Library.
