2.    Admission
(a) The following categories of persons may apply for a Library card issued by the Judiciary Librarian upon payment of the specified annual fees:

(b) Any other person may also use the Library with the written authorization by the Judiciary Administrator.

3.    Borrowing
(a) Only Library card holders of item 2(a)(i) may borrow books.
(b) Books may be borrowed for use in any court, but they must be returned on the same day before the Library closes unless renewed.
(c) Books may be borrowed for overnight use after 4:00 p.m. on weekdays but they must be returned by 9:45 a.m. the next working day.
(d) When a book borrowed is not returned before the specified time on the due date, the borrower will have to pay a late charge of $50 per day or part thereof.
(e) Books marked ‘not to be taken away’, with red labels on the book spines and judgment bound volumes are not for borrowing.
(f) Readers or borrowers should report to the Librarian immediately if they notice any defect in or damage to a book. They will be held responsible for any loss or damage to any book in their charge.

4.    Other Matters

(a) Smoking, eating and drinking are prohibited in the Library.
(b) Library users are to be responsible for safe custody of their personal belongings.
(c) The Judiciary Administrator may, by notices displayed in the Library, make provisions for the maintenance of order and the proper use of the Library.
(d) The Judiciary Administrator may suspend the right of any library users to use the Library if they fail to comply with the above and/or other library notices.
